Registration must be accompanied by $50 registration fee for 
each child unless you register within the promotional savings 
period. You may authorize weekly automatic electronic fund 
transfer (EFT) on your registration form.

3-session Minimum – You must register your child for 
at least 3 sessions per week. You may combine Before and 
After Care sessions to meet the minimum. Parents can 
manage their child’s schedule in their online account at 
“My Childcare”.

Add Sessions – You may add sessions up to Monday one week 
prior to the week of service. After that time, there will be a 
$2 fee added to each additional session’s cost.

Permanent Changes to Schedule – You are required to 
submit request to Customer Service portal at 
ymcamn.org/help by Monday, 1 week prior to service. 

Personal Pricing Plan – This is a needs-based scholarship 
fund made available through Y Annual Fund – individual and 
business contributions to our communities.

 REGISTRATION, FEES AND BILLING 
• A non-refundable fee of $50 per child must accompany 

each registration (unless you register within the 
promotional savings period) and is also required with 
registration through a Personal Pricing Plan. 

• You must register each child for a minimum of three 
 sessions per week.

• Session Fees are due Tuesday the week prior to the start 
 of the session. Late payment fees are applied Saturday 
 prior to session.
